Project Schedule: The project is moving into Phase Ill. Construction is anticipated to begin late spring
2020.
Issues to be addressed: Frequent local flooding

PROJECT NEED:

The purpose of the Forest North Drainage Improvement Project is to respond to drainage infrastructure issues resulting
from frequently reoccurring local flooding and in response to concerns raised by the residents of Williamson County. The
County hired K Friese & Associates, Inc. to complete a drainage study of the Forest North subdivision and to design
drainage improvements to reduce these local flooding issues within the subdivision.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

The Forest North Drainage Improvement Project has been identified as a critical need by Williamson County residents in
this area and includes limited rehabilitation and reconstruction of drainage infrastructure within the Forest North
subdivision.

The project is moving into the final phase. Work began in the summer of 2016 and Phase | and |l are now complete. For
additional information regarding the phasing of improvements, please refer to the Project Zones Map. Funding for Forest
North Phase Ill was secured as a result of the successful passage of Williamson County’s voter-approved 2019 Road Bond
Program. The project’s design has been finalized and construction has been scheduled to move forward. Work is expected
to begin on this project in late spring 2020.

Examples of typical drainage improvement work include replacing broken and deficient culverts and performing
maintenance of existing channels by grading the channels where necessary to improve storm-water-conveyance capacity.
In some cases, segments of the storm sewer have been added to capture storm water and carry it to the large adjacent
creek.

Residents within the construction area will be required to remove personal items, such as masonry structures, fixtures
and landscaping, from the right of way and/or easement(s) by the start of construction. Representatives of the Williamson
County public involvement (Pl) team will be in contact with these property owners with more information at the
appropriate time to provide ample notice of the construction timeline.
